A pocket chart is located on the classroom bulletin board, where students have individually assigned pockets with their numbers posted on them. They will begin each day with a green slip of paper representing an “A.”  If students do not follow classroom rules, they will have to change their color and their conduct grade will be lowered by one level with each change.
